I THE )NSTITUTE

1.1 The Indiar Institute of Management, Bangalore (IIMB)
was established by the Government of India in cooperation with
i Government of Karnataka. The Institute was inaugurated by the
Late Prime Minister Smt. Indira Gandhi on 28th October, 1973.
It is the Third National Institute of Management established
by the Government of India in the country. The others are
Calcutta, Ahmedabad and Lucknow. The Institute aims at
augmenting the management resources of the nation through
programmes of teaching, training and other professional

services.,

The Institute is governed by the IIMB Society (a
Society registered under the Mysore Societies Registration Act
1960) and a Board of Governors comprising representatives of
the Government of India, Government of Karnataka, the All
India Council of Technical Education, Federation of Chambers
of Commerce and Industry, All India Management Association,
Nation:l Productivity Council and others. The Chairman of the
Society and thé Board is appointed by the Government of India.

Currently the Chairman of the Board is Shri Abid Hussain,

Member, Planning Commission.

The Institute Campus is located on 100 acres of larc on

The Campus has been designed taking into consideration
the needs of the Institute in its several activities. The
camplis is desigred and constructed by the Architecte Stein
Dochi and Bhalla, Ahmed-~bad and Kanvinde Fai & Chowclivry,

The works are taken up in a phased manner as per
master plan. The following works in first phase and second

phase were taken up, completed and are in use.

The constructicnal works in the ceampus which are in

progress during 1969-90 are as follows:

i. Construction of Exeé¢utive Block

The above work was taken up and completed at an
approximate cost of Rs.45.00 lakhks with all connected
services. This will accommodate 52 participants, The
building is under occupation since January 19%0. The
approximate value of wcrk done upto end of April 1990 is
Rs.44.00 lakhs.

2. Construction of Dormitory Block No.8

The work is under progress at a tender cost of Rs.36

lakhs. This will accommodate 40 students. The structural
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work is completed and finishing works are under progress and is
nearing completion. The value of work done upto April 1990 is
Rs.15.00 lakhs. i '

3. Construction of Library & Computer Block

The construction of library and computer block at a tender
cost of Rs.215.00 lakhs is under progress. The approximate
value of work done upto end of March 1990 is Rs.115 lakhs. The
service work like Electrification at a tender cost‘of Rs.23.18

lakhs is under progress in par with civil works.

4, Service Works to 44 Nos. of Faculty Quarters (D}& E)

The Faculty Quarters numbering to 44 were complefed during
December 1987, at an approximate cost of Rs.105 lakhs. The
other connected services like Electrical and Plumbing works
could not be completed by the first agencies. Action was taken
to complete the same through second agency regarding Electrical
and Plumbing works by departmentally and almost all the quarters

have been allotted to Faculty members.

5. Construction of open type car/scooter shed for 'D' type

guarters

The above work was taken up at an approximate cost of
Rs.1.80 lakhs and completed.

6. Construction of Kitchen & Dining Block attached to

Executive Block

The werk is under progress. The tender cost of the work
is Rs.18.00 lakhs. The value of work done upto March 1990 is
Rs.4.00 lakhs.

7. Construction of 170 capacity class room and connecting

Corridor

The above work was taken up at a tender cost of Rs.56.56
lakhs, The contract is rescinded from 1.8.1989 as the

performance of the progress of work was very poor. The value of
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work done is approximately Rs.7.00 lakhs. Further action has

been taken to call for fresh tenders for the balance work.”

8. Construction of Compound Wall on North Eastern side

The work is under progress and nearing completion at a
tender cost of Rs.4.50 lakhs. The value of work clore is Rs.3.30
lakhs. The contractor was able to complete the wcrk with

frequent obstructions by the adjacent villagers.

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IIT  ACADEMIC PROGRAMMES

A

The major academic¢ programmes of the Institute are its
two-year Post-Graduate Programme (PGP) and Fellow Frogrammes in
Management (FPM). The Man:zgement Development Programmes (MDP),

Organisation Based Programmes (OBP) and Research and

Consultancy, which are income-generating activities, were also

actively pursued during the year under report.

Post-Graduate Programme in Management (PGP)

The PGP is a full time course of two years duration. The
programme is known for its very high educational standards.
Graduates from all disciplines are eligible to apply. A totall

of 22% per cent of seats are reserved for SC/ST candidates.

Acmission to PGP is based on Common Admission Test (CAT)
conductod at 19 centres and scholartic merit, relevant work.,

experience and group discussions ard personal interviews held at-

7 interview centres throughout the country.

A total of 160 students, including 21 SC/ST students, were

enrclled for the programme. The new students were registered on

30th June 1983 and the programm= commenced on 3rd July 1989

after an orientation programme.

Selection process for the 1990-92 academic vyear was

started with the CAT held on 10th December 1989 in 19 centres.

TIMB adninistered ihe test for 6,029 candidates in five centres ,

(Bangalore, Errakulam, Hyderabad, Madras and Tiruchirapally).

Nearly 12,000 candidates applied for admission to IIMB. A total

of 868 candidates (including 103 SC &nd 52 ST) were called for

group discussion and personal interviews. The interviews were

held in 7 centres in the country durirg March 192%0. Statistics

relating to the CAT and interview are given in Annexure III.

A total of 422 candidates (37 SC/ST) applied for the
programme beginning 1990. 248 candidates appeared for the
Common Admission Test and Research Aptitude Test in six centres
on 10th December 1989.

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VI SUPPCRTING FACILITIES

Librarz

The Library added 3,383 Books and 1,248 Bounc Volumes
during 1989-90, bringing total collection to about 1,03,000

volumes including 1,845 Scound films/Microfilms/fisches.

The Library subscribes for about 48C periodicals including
46 \ New Journals. Besides this, it has about 200
journals,/Newsletters on gratis and 25 journals or exchange. The
cost of periodicals has increzcsed over the years by 20 to 25%
without coriﬁsponding increase in the budget provision., Hence a
careful review of the Journal subscription was made in
consultation with the Faculty to .economise the Journal

subscription.

Library has 300 public and private sector comﬁany anncal

reports.

Library offers reference and lending facilitieg to the
Faculty, Researchers, Students and Staff‘cf the Institute, and
also tc research scholars, Faculty Members, Working Executives,
Government Officials and octher Organisations on Inter Library

loan system/Deposit Borrowers Membership.

A special tcok bank is setup for SC/ST students during
this vyear. The Library brings out Recent Additicns, Current
Press Clippings, and Current Contents-IIMB regularly apart from

Bibliographies, time to time.

Library has computerised. Circulation System end
Documentation services. Shortly a computerised Periodical

Acquisition System will be introduced.

It has set up separate Micro Document Section to render
better services, It has acquired a Cannon Micro film reader

Printer (Procured during this year), which facilitates supply of

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COMPUTER CENTRE

The main computing faciiity of the Institute has been set
up in the rew Computer Complex. A super mini computer system
(ORG Supermax) multi wuser UNIX system with 8 terminal 1is
operational. There are 65 personal computer systems installed
at 'various locations of the Institute. 12 Faculty members have
been given PC/XTs in their office for their teaching and
research activities,. 9 PC/XTs with &4 printers have been
installed in the students hostel to be readily available to the
students round the clock. There is a separate provision of 10
micro Computers for administrative staff in word processing and
related activities. The facility of the Computer Centre is made
available to studenis, faculty and administrative staff so that
the computer culture is brought in various activities of the
Institute. Presently, there are more than 45 legal software
packages costing more than 6 lakhs rupees available in the
irstitute. Further, software packages are added depending on
user needs. Computerisation of several administrative,
information and library activities are undertakern based on both
the PCs as well as on the Supermax UNIX system. Taking into
account the present and long term requirements of the Institute
computer facility of sophisticated and powerful computer system
and project management software packages are installed in the
computer centre for use by the faculty and the students. The
computing facility for the PCs and Mini Computer Systems were

effectively used by the students ard the faculty.

Preliminary work has been initiated for acquiring 10 more

PC/XTs.
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Hostel

All the PGP and FPM students Were accommodated in the
hostel and 'D' type cquarters in the Campus. number of
students were staying in the hostel during the year under
report. The mess facility in the hostel continued to be

organised by‘the Students' Mess Committee.

VII STUDENTS' ACTIVITIES

1. NEXUS - The Marketing Fair

NEXUS 89 - the Institute sponscred marketing fair designed
to study consumer resctions was organised by our students on
October 21st and 22nd 1989. The ten companies who offered us
research problems were Brooke Bond, ITC, Procter & Gamble, Tata
Tea, Lipton, Madura Coats, MSIL, TVS Suzuki, HMM and TI Diamond
Chains. A large number of manufacturing firms and service
organisations throughout the country also took part in this
year's NEXUS. The games designed to measure consumer reactions
have drawn more than 10,000 typical consumers from various parts
of the <city who gave us invaluable data for our research
endeavour. NEXUS has proved to be an excellent medium for
Institute-Industry cooperation. This is also the largest

students marketing fair in the country.

2. Marketing Area Seminar Series

In an effort to enrich the practical knowledge anc skills
of our students in marketing through sustained interaction
between the students and industry, the students for the first
time had organised 12 Marketing Seminars this year under the
"The Marketing Seminar Series". This had not only generated
considerable interest among the students and the practitioners
but also encouraged mutual interaction between them.

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3. Sports & Cultural Activities

The sports and cultural activities of the students weré at
a new high during the year. ‘They had organised a number of
extra curricular events during the year. The significant sports
events included inter-block and individual championship
tournaments in various gameé, matches with outside teams and a 6

km marathon.

The year saw active participation by the students in a
number of events which inclucded prestigious debates such as the
IIM Foundation Day Debate, JRD Taté Dekate, National Law School
Debate and the ODM Debate in IIM Calcutta. We are very happy to

"mention our students came first in all these debates. Besides,

a number of plays ir English and Hindi were organised during the
year including a few plays staged in Bangalore City. Further
many students displayed <considerable talent in music and

classical dance.

4. Special support to SC/ST Students

With a view to strengthening special attention to the
SC/ST students a Cell for SC/ST students was constituted in

November 1989 with Prof. R. Narayanaswamy as the Coordinator.

The primary role of the Cell is to provide a single
contact poiht for any SC/ST student who has academic or other
problems. The members of the Cell provide academic guidance,
direction, counselling etc., as may be needed Ly the students.
During the year two significant measures were taken for the
benefit of SC/ST students as a result of the initiative of this
Cell:

1. Tutorial classes were offered for a number of courses.
In these classes additional lectures, assignements and
exercises were given to SC/ST.

2. A special book bank has started functioning from March
1990. The book bank nakes standard text books
available to SC/ST students for a full academic term of
three months.

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VIII PLACEMENT ACTIVITIES

The excellerce of IIM Bangalore has been reflected in the
success of its placement effort;. Placement =~ 1980 had a number
of firsts to its credit. It wes overall a tremendous success
both in teyms of the number of quality of jobs'securedl It was
for the first time a batch of 154 students was passing out and
the placement was completed in a record time of ¢ placement
days. This is inspite of 75% of the batch being with prior work

experience, and opting for specific slots.

Over 120 companies evinced interest in pafticipating in
the placement programme. There were 154 students in the current
batch for permanent placement and 156 for summer placement. 62
organisations from Public and Private Sectors visited the
Campus. The public sector absorbed 35 students while the
private sector absorbed the remaining 119 students. 55% of the
students are placed in the area of marketing followed by 21% in
finance, 11% in systems, 9% ir production/materials, and 4% in

consultancy/personnel.

This year the maximum salary offered was Rs.8,350/- per
month and the mininum Rs.3,000/- per month. The average salary
this year is Rs.4,000/- per month compzred to Rs.3,800/- per
month in 1989 and Rs.3,520/- per month in 1988.

SUMMER PLACEMENT

All the 156 students were suitably placed in various
organisations for the Summer of 1990. The average stipend given

this year was over Rs.1,200/- per month.

IX CONVOCATION

The X1V Annual Convocation of the Institute was held on
11th April 1989. Shri Sam Pitroda, Adviser to the Prime
Minister on Technology Missions, delivered the Convocation
Address, 119 students of the Post-graduate programme and 6

students of the Fellow Frogramme received their diplomas at the

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X ACADEMIC ACTIVITIES OF AREAS/SECTORS

Centre for International Management (CIM)

The UNDP Project on International Management Education
commenced on August 1988 with the signing of the project
agreement between the Govz2rnment of India and the UNDP. The
programme involves three other institutions - the Indian
Institute of Foreign Trade and the International Management
Institute in New Delhi, and the Indian Institute of Management,

Calcutta.

Under the project eight faculty members, including the
Director, have made trips abroad on fellowships for periods
varying from 3-6 weeks, one in 1988, 3 in 1989 and 4 this year
so far. A total of 8 distinguished consultants have also
visited the Institute for periods of roughly a week each. There
have also been three brief visits by academics/practitioners in

the field.

An International Seminar on Curriculum Development for

International Management was held in August 1989.

The Centre offers five elective courses to PGP students

during every academic year.

Members of the Centre are active in research. A list of

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Computer Aided Management Centre (CAM)

Computer Aided Management Certre (CAM) is an immoftant
research project in the Institute, funcded by Department of
Eiectronics and UNDF. Phase I of the project started in Janualy
1986 and ended in March 1990. As part of this project,

follewing important activities were carried out:

i

1. A modern super mini-computer was installed (VAX 11/750)

along with software packages at a cost of $260,000.

2, About 20 organizations were <contacted for possible
develcpment of software packages in the field ¢f functional
areas of maragement. Ultimately, 14 packages were conpleted
in their present versions in areas 1like Transportation,
Agriculture, Fertilizers, Forecasting, Dairy, etc. These
packages were approved by UNDP Evaluation Team in Fekruary

The significant activity of the sector during this year
was a regional symposium entitled 'The Implications of Public
Policy on Health Status and Quality of Life' during October
18-26, 1989 in collaboration with WHO-South East Asia Regional
Office. This symposium was the first of its kind conducted
anywhere in the world which was attended by 30 senior policy
makeré including ministers from 8 countries in this region and
an observer from Harvard School of Public Health. The symposium
was conducted using specially prepared teaching cases.

The sector also conduct ed a national work shop on
Managerial Performance in Health Manpower Management during 6-8
March 1990. About 15 experts who had collaborated with the
sector for undertaking a study on developing indicators for
assessing managerial performance in human resources management .
