13 ACTIVITIES COMPLETED

The following construction was completed :

13.1.1 Executive Block

This building was originally meant for use as married
students’ dormitory. It was converted into Executive
Block to cater to the boarding and lodging needs of
the participants of Instiute’s Management
Development Programmes (MDPs). The building,
with 50 fumished suites was completed on January
15, 1990, facilitating the Institute to conduct its MDPs
on the Campus.

13.1.2 Dormitory Block No. 8

The block consisting of 40 rooms was completed in
November 1990. 1t is being used by students who
were carlier accommodated in faculty/staff quarters,
This has released six faculty quarters.

13.1.3 Compound Wall

Construction of compound wall along the periphery

of the campus was completed during the year. This

ensures better security to the campus from local
encroachment and tresspassing, enabling the
horticultural activities including tree planting to
progress smoothly.

13.1.4 Service Works to 44 nos. of
Faculty Quarters

Service works like electricity and plumbing for
44 faculty quarters (buildings which were completed
in 1987) were completed. The buildings are now in
occupation.
